¢ Gendarmenmarkt — a baroque gem with French and Germ  an domes (short stop possible)

« Konzerthaus Berlin — one of Berlins oldest concert halls

¢ Schlossplatz — site of the original palace from the earlier German Emperors

¢ Alexander Platz — central meeting point today as it was in East-Germany with the famous TV-Tower

¢ Berlin Cathedral — former Germanys main protestant Cathedral

¢ Museumsinsel — an island in the middle of Berlin - full of splendid and unique museums

e Unter den Linden — Under the Lime Trees, one of the ~ famous big city Boulevards of Europe with the Armo ury,
Guard House, State Opera, oldest of Berlins Unive  rsities, Statue of Frederic the Great (short stopp  ossible)

¢ Holocaust Mahnmal — Memorial to the Murdered Jews o f Europe (short stop possible)

¢ Brandenburger Tor — an earlier gateway to the city, a Berlin landmark (short stop possible)

e Pariser Platz — Historic square in front of Branden  burg Gate

¢ Reichstagsgebaude — the former Emperors Parliament, today Germanys new Parliament

¢ Regierungsviertel — new Governmental District (sho  rt stop possible)

¢ Neuer Hauptbahnhof — modern architecture for the ne  w Berlin main interchange

« Alte Kongresshalle — congress hall built for the 19 57 international Architecture Exhibition

» Bellevue Palace — official site of the German Presi  dent

« Victory Column — memorial to the triumph in the Pru ssian — French War from 1870

« Tiergarten Parc — Berlins biggest central park

 Berliner Zoo - the oldest Zoo in Germany

* Kreuzberg — the young and multi-cultural district o f former West-Berlin

¢ Flughafen Tempelhof — City Airport famous for its h istory of the Air-Lift during Cold War (short stop possible)
